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2010 Is Census Year:

Be Sure You’re Counted
Every 10 years, the United States has a census to count everyone who lives here. It has done so since George Washington was president.  This year is a census year. The count includes everyone living in this country, regardless of their citizenship or immigration status.

The 2010 census is quick and easy. The Census Bureau will mail the form to your home in March.  The form has only 10 questions that should take about 10 minutes to answer. The Census Bureau is urging everyone to fill out the forms and send them back immediately in the postage-paid envelopes.

Taking part in the census is safe. The forms do not ask for Social Security numbers or citizenship or immigration status. Your personal information is confidential and cannot be shared with anyone – your landlord, businesses, other government agencies, or police or immigration services.

Many people have asked if a census taker will come to their home. If you fill out your form completely and mail it back promptly, no one will come to your home.

Why should you take part in the census? 

Being counted will benefit you, your family and your community. Census information will ensure that your community receives its fair share of federal funds for the next 10 years. These dollars are used for roads, schools, senior services and community programs.

The census is an opportunity to build respect, influence and power for your community and make sure it receives its fair share of resources.

When your census form arrives, be counted!
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
