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                        Preparing for a Visit from a Census Taker
The census is a count of everyone living in the United States. Everyone must be counted! If you did not send back your form, you may receive a visit from a census taker from May 1, 2010 - July 10, 2010.
If a census taker comes to visit you, here’s what you should do:     

· Answer the door!
· Ask to see the census taker’s ID. All census workers carry official badges marked with just their name; they may also have a “U.S. Census Bureau” bag

· Be aware that the census worker will never ask to enter your home or ask for personal information
· If you’re still not sure if the person is from the Census Bureau, you can call the Chicago Regional Census Center at 1-866-861-2010 
· Answer the census form questions for your entire household (you must be at least 15 years old to answer questions) so the census taker can put down your answers. It’s simple and quick! Your answers are important and required by law
· Call the phone number on the door hanger to schedule a visit with a census taker if one is left on your door when you are not home. The census taker may visit your home multiple times in order to reach you
Here are some things you need to know:

· A census taker may visit your home if your form was sent in late. 

· Some homes may be visited more than once by a census worker in order to make sure they got the correct information
· The Census Bureau cannot share any of your information with anyone
If you had trouble filling out your form and have waited for a census worker to come to your home but no one has come, you can call the Telephone Questionnaire Assistance center for help:
